Madden Lowrey (9) finished 30th in the 10 & Under girls 200 Freestyle, just off her 
personal best time. 
 
Mike Levell (10) also finished third in the boys’ 10 & Under 200 Freestyle with a time 
of 2:17.10, achieving a USA Swimming AAA time. 
 
Mia Schergin (12) finished 14th in the 11-12 girls 500 Freestyle with 5:38.83, a USA 
Swimming AAA time. 



James Reed (11) finished 10th in the 11-12 boys 500 Freestyle with 5:33.66, a USA 
Swimming AA time. 
 
Colton Stoffel (12) finished 13th in the 11-12 200 Freestyle with 5:38.62, achieving a 
USA Swimming AA time.
